Norton is a community of  approximately 
3000 residents in North West Kansas.  
We are at the intersecti on of two major 
US Highways, 283 and 36. Norton i n the 
County seat of Norton County, and as 
such, Norton is a regional trade center 
with a wide array of available services.  
 
Norton boasts a full range of medical 
services.  A newly remodeled hospital 
has three primary care physicians on 
staff.  Numerous specialists from Hays, 
KS and Kearney, NE see patients in 
Norton. Three dentists and an 
optometrist also practice in Norton.  
 
A very well developed internet 
backbone with hig h speed home and 
business internet service is available, as 
are excellent phone and cable TV 
services. 
 
Opportunities for recreation abound 
within Norton and Norton County.  
Available are a twin movie theater and a 
nine hole grass green golf course.  For 
the hunter, Norton is recognized as the 
ÒPheasant CapitalÓ of Kansas.  Fishing, 
boating, and camping opportunities are 
found at Keith Sebelius reservoir, 
located six miles west of town in the 
Prairie Dog State Park. 
 
Educational Opportunities are readily 
available in Norton. Colby Community 
College offers a wide range of outreach 
classes in Norton.  Also, Fort Hays State 
University is only 90 miles southeast and 
the University of Nebraska at Kearney 
only 90 miles northeast of Norton  
 

About USD 211 
 
USD 211 is contained totally within the 
boundaries of Norton County.  The District 
maintains three attendance ce nters. The 
Eisenhower Elementary School serves our 
students in grades ECD6. Norton Junior High 
serves grades 7-8.  The principal of Norton 
Junior High also serves as the athletic 
director for grades 7-12.  The Norton 
Community High School is a KSHAA 3A School 
and serves students in grades 9-12. 
 
Due to sharing staff, facilities, and 
programs, the High School Principal and 
Junior High Principal must work very closely 
together.  
 
Special Education Services are provided 
through the districtÕs membership in the 
North Central Kansas Special Education 
Cooperative.  
 
About NJHS 
 
Constructed in 1937 and remodeled in 1984, 
the Norton Junior High School (NJHS) shares 
facilities with the Norton Community High 
School.  All classrooms are air conditioned.  
Serving an estimated 2008-09 enrollment of 
115 in grades 7-8, NJHS is a member of the 
Mid Continent Elementary league (MCEL).  
Football, volleyball, basketball, wrestling, 
track and field, music and scholars bowl are 
all activities sponsored by the MCEL. 
 
The Junior High School has a full time staff 
of 12, with members being shared with the 
High School and Elementary School.  A strong 
core staff in science, math, language arts, 
technology, social studies, special education 
and physical education serve only the junior 
high students.  Additionally, USD 211 has the 
full time services of a technology 
coordinator and a wellness/curriculum 
coordinator.  
 
 

Norton has won 19 State Championships: 
football (2), golf (1), girl Õs basketball (1), 
boyÕs basketball (2), wrestling (10), g irlÕs

The Norton Community School District upholds the 
highest standards in ACADEMICS: 
 
• The average ACT of the class of 2007 was 23.4 

(Kansas Average Ð21.9; United States Average Ð 
21.2). 

• On average, about 80% of our students continue 
their education at a two or four year college.  

• The DistrictÕs state assessment scores have 
exceeded yearly the requirements for Adequate 
Yearly Progress. 

• In the past three years, Norton Community High 
School has met the state standard of excellence 
in reading, math and science.  

• Norton Junior High has met the state excellence 
three times for reading.  

• Eisenhower Elementary School (ECD-6) has been 
recognized as one of the top 50 elementary 
schools in Kansas by both the Kansas Task Force 
on Confidence in Public Education and with the 
GovernorÕs Award for Academic Excellence.

• The high school Blue Jay Basketball teams are 
guided by coaches who both have 400+ wins and 
have won state championships in their careers.  

• GirlÕs tennis, boyÕs and girlÕs cross country, 
volleyball, football,  boys and girls basketball 
boyÕs golf and boyÕs  and girls track and fields 
are all offered at Norton Comm unity High 
School.

Timeline 
To be considered as a candidate for this 
position, applicants must have their 
application file complete no later than March 
14, 2008.  It is planned that the next NJHS 
Principal/7 -12 Athletic Director will be 
approved for employment by the USD 211 
Board of Education on or before April 14 , 
2008. 
 
 

Terms of Employment 
The UDS Board of Education will award the successful candidate a two year contract and a 
competitive salary.  The annual contract length is 220 days (11 months).  
 
Typically the contract will start on the first day of August; however, the successful candidate will be 
given the opportunity to begin work on July 1, and compensated accordingly.
